Blackboard Collaborate Update

In late December, Blackboard Collaborate ran a system update. This
update affects the way Windows and MAC users launch online
rooms. Now, a "Collaborate Launcher" must be installed before they
can join a session. Once installed, users can join any session by
opening the meeting.collab file or (nativeplayback.jnlp archive file).
The launcher can be installed by any standard user. The Blackboard
Collaborate support page has been updated with instructions for
installing the launcher and joining sessions for a variety of browsers.
