Mount Aloysius College

Mount Aloysius College (MAC) is a private, liberal arts school in Cresson,
Pennsylvania. It was founded in 1853 by the Sisters of Mercy. The college is
located 90 minutes east of Pittsburgh and 25 minutes west of Altoona on a 193
acre campus in the Allegheny Mountains. It features 250 miles of hiking trails.

There are over 70 majors and programs undergraduate and graduate students
can choose. It has an 11:1 student/faculty ratio with just under 3,000
undergraduates. Popular majors include: Health Professions and Related
Programs; Business, Management, Marketing, and Related Support Services;
Biological and Biomedical Sciences; Computer and Information Sciences; and
Psychology. The Mounties varsity sports teams compete in the NCAA Division Il
in the Allegheny Mountain Collegiate Conference.

Tuition & Fees comes in around $24,370 and room & board is $11,296.
Approximately 98% of students receive some sort of financial aid. The average
aid package is $14,500.

Currently MAC is test optional with rolling admission.
