What s [STOR?

JSTOR is a database of hundreds of academic journals and book
chapters. It contains academic journals dating back to the first issue ever
published of each journal title. Thousands of scholarly articles as well as
book chapters are digitized in this database to make them readily
available in searchable electronic form.

Clarion University Libraries provide access to JSTOR resources in the
subject areas of the arts, humanities, language and literature, social
sciences, the sciences (including life science), and business. You can
access these resources through the search box on the Libraries’

homepage.

To go directly to the JSTOR search engine, start at the Libraries’
homepage. In the “Research” block, click on Databases A-Z, then scroll down the alphabetical list
or use the link to jump to the “J” section of databases.

The SW.A.T. Minion’s Tip: Scam Watch!

Infections by ransomware are currently on the rise, and are most often
sent in spam emails with attachments, similar to the one below.

) Sometimes a false message appears warning that a program (such as
[ WA Y }}._ Google Chrome) is out of date.

— NEVER click on attachments from emails you do not recognize.
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The malware will encrypt your files and will not let you into those files unless you pay the ransom. It
will copy itself into the %temp% folder with a random, 7-character name, as well as set up a
scheduled task to execute itself at system startup.

Once files are encrypted, you get a pop-up that gives you a countdown and demands a ransom.
Unfortunately, there is not a lot that you can do to recover the files. You could take a chance and pay
the ransom, but there is no guarantee that you can trust criminals.

Please, please, please be cautious about what you click.
