Applications for the PaSSHE 2011 Summer Honors Program are now available in the Honors Office.
The 2011 program, “Atlantic World in an Age of Revolution: A Study Abroad Experience with Residential Field School, Bermuda Institute of Ocean Science and Bermuda Maritime Museum,” is being hosted by Millersville University, and will be held May 15 to June 3, 2011.  The 2011 theme offers an interdisciplinary approach to the eighteenth century Atlantic World in an age of volatile political, social and economic transformation. Students will combine history, archeology, sociology, economics, and knowledge of the physical environment to assess the interactions of cultures and systems in the broader patterns of human activity. A particular focus will be appreciating how seemingly local and isolated communities were drawn into wider patterns of exchange and conflict. One of the program’s innovative features is combining traditional classroom pedagogy with a novel archeological field school, and residential study at Bermuda’s world-famous Maritime Museum. 
Only two students will be selected to participate from Clarion University.  The benefits of this program include:

· a full scholarship covering the cost of tuition, room and board, and travel
· 6 academic credits counting towards General Education requirements

· an opportunity to make new friends in an academic setting

· an ideal resume booster

In order to be eligible for this program, the applicant must be an undergraduate student at Clarion University who:

· is a member of good standing with the Honors Program

· has completed a minimum of 30 hours of course work at Clarion University at the time of application

· is returning to Clarion University in Fall 2011
The application process includes a completed application form, an essay explaining your particular interest in this proposed topic and in the PaSSHE Summer Honors Program, two letters of recommendation supporting your qualifications for this award, and an updated resume.  All materials should be submitted to Brent Register in the Honors Office by 4:00 PM, December 3, 2010. An interview with the selection committee will aid in making the final determination.  Interviews will be scheduled during finals week, December 13-17. 

As a reminder, a passport is required for participation in this summer honors program, although not required at the time of application. We encourage all students who are considering this program, and who do not have a passport, to begin the passport application process at:
