Student members of the National Broadcasting Society student-chapter received awards for their work in audio and video production at the NBS Regional Conference held Nov. 12-13 at Indiana University of Pennsylvania.  
Alyssa Marsico won first place for her sports package video. She finished in a first place tie with Kimberly Landis of Millersville University for a sports segment video. Marsico also received an honorable mention for a news package video, features package video, and a video commercial. Kelly Prozialeck finished in first place for her features package video. For drama program video, Keenan Kimes won first place. Brittany Bender received the first place nod for her audio promo. Bender also took honorable mention for her audio commercial. Corey Wells finished ahead of Bender with his first place audio commercial.
“We knew we had some really good production entries and were hopeful we would win,” said NBS advisor Bill Adams. Adams is also an instruction in the Department of Communication.
Along with winning awards at the conference, the 19 Clarion NBS student members attended sessions and a business meeting in which all the members in attendance at the conference discussed fundraising, recruiting, diversity, and chapter development. It was also determined at the business meeting that Clarion University will co-host the 2011 Regional Conference at Mercyhurst. The NBS student-chapters from the two schools will work together to arrange sessions, contact guest speakers, and share in the planning of the convention.
“This will be the first time we’ve ever hosted the conference. Mercyhurst was interested in hosting but needed assistance in planning. Our students have wanted to try and host the conference for some time so they thought this would be a good opportunity,” said Adams.
Up next for NBS is the 2011 Annual Convention in Los Angeles. The convention, which will be held in March, will be similar to the regional conference the students just attended but will be a five-day conference instead of two days. Adams said they are in the process of applying for funding from the student senate. They are also looking at creative fundraising ideas to help raise money for the trip.
