Parking Committee Minutes
March 23, 2011


Members in attendance:  Michelle Kealey, Bryan Shreckengost, Mary Pat McCarthy, Greta Kiser, Darryl Main, Cody McCandless.
The meeting was called to order at 2:05 p.m.  New members, Darryl Main and Cody McCandless, representing students living in resident halls were introduced.  SCUPA members who have been appointed to the committee are Todd Spaulding and Lori Sabatose.
The minutes from the February 9th meeting were approved with all in favor.  The parking committee minutes for the 2010-2011 semester can be found on line at http://www.clarion.edu/57809/
Chairperson Michelle Kealey explained the duties of the committee to the new members as representing the faculty, staff and students by offering suggestions and making recommendations concerning parking issues on campus to the Vice President of Finance and Administration and the President’s Executive Council.  The committee also responds to emails and addresses parking appeals.
Old Business:
1.)  The question of available parking for employees near Ralston and Givan is still an issue.  The committee would like to reiterate their suggestion to change Parking Lot 10 back into employee parking during the renovation process while Ralston Hall is housing temporary offices.
2.)  Lot Counts have been completed and the committee will be making recommendations for more efficient use of parking lots in proximity to buildings, etc.  One immediate recommendation from the committee was made by Mary Pat.  “The parking committee recommends that Lot 14 be divided between Upperclassmen Resident students and employees giving employees 12 spaces in front of McEntire and the remaining spaces to Upperclassmen Resident Students.”
New Business:
1.) Discussion was held regarding parking fines with Mary Pat making the following recommendation:
“The Parking Committee recommends that parking fines be increased to $20.00 per offense.  The late fee schedule would change to $1.00 per day after 14 days.  Parking fines not paid after 30 days would become a PA State Citation and would be turned over to the District Magistrate for enforcement.   A habitual offender ticket would become $40.00 for violators with five or more tickets, paid or unpaid, within the current academic year.”
The motion was seconded by Bryan and passed unanimously.
2.) Emails that were brought to the attention of the committee were discussed and will be responded to accordingly.
3.) Bryan recommended that seven additional spaces be designed Police Vehicle/Public Safety Visitor parking next to the two current spaces that are located beside the Tennis Courts in Lot 12.  The motion was seconded by Greta and passed with all in favor.
4.) Cody brought up a concern that the crosswalk in Lot 5 is hazardous in wet or winter weather and suggested that a sidewalk should be considered for the safety of students walking from residence halls to campus.  This item will be referred to the safety committee by Greta.
5.) Parking appeals were introduced by Chief Reid and the committee made decisions.  These appeals will be answered by letter.

The next meeting will be set for Wednesday, April 20 at 2:00 p.m.  The meeting was adjourned at 2:55 p.m.
