Clarion University
Parking Committee Minutes
July 8, 2011

Members in attendance:  Michelle Kealey, Todd Spaulding, Lori Sabatose, Bryan Shreckengost, Lynn Smith, Katrina Horner

The meeting was called to order at 11:15 a.m.  The minutes from the March 23, 2011 meeting were read and a motion from Katrina to approve as written.  Bryan seconded the motion and it passed with all in favor.  Parking committee minutes can be found online at http://www.clarion.edu/578090.

Old Business:

1.) The committee still recommends that Lot 10 be changed from a pay station lot to an employee lot and Lot 14 be divided to increase more parking for resident students.  No decision has been heard regarding this issue from the last meeting.

2.)  Discussion was held regarding increasing revenue for the parking fund by increasing the cost of permits for students to $150 per year, which is an increase of $10 per semester. The committee also recommends that parking fines for all violations be increased from $10 to $15 per occurrence and that if not paid within 10 days, the fine should double.  The committee agrees that the habitual offender violation, which is five or more violations within one academic year, should increase to $40.  The committee agrees that all handicapped parking violations will be issued a PA state citation rather than a university parking ticket.  These recommendations were put into a motion by Bryan with the addition that a letter spelling out the parking fee structure and specific instructions directing each purchaser to the parking website where a parking lot map can be found so each student has the accurate information, including the specific lots they are permitted to park in.  This motion was seconded by Katrina and passed with all in favor.

New Business:

1.) Handicapped parking has been evaluated by the chief and maintenance and steps will be taken to bring the university’s handicapped parking into compliance with Federal regulations under the Disabilities’ Act.  

2.)  Discussion was held regarding the Leed parking areas; specifically the Hybrid/Flex-Fuel spaces.  These spaces are required as a part of the grants Clarion University received for campus renovations.  The committee recommends that signage is clarified and that there be more specific attention given to this area on the parking website, including that employees who wish to take advantage of these parking spaces should obtain a special permit from the parking office.  This will be addressed and presented at the next committee meeting.



The meeting was adjourned at 11:45 a.m.  The next meeting of the Parking Committee will be held in August, prior to the return of students to campus.  A date will be set and made known at a later time.
