The following are the criteria for a student to be eligible for The W. E. B. DuBois Scholarship of $200. 

Student must: 

Be an undergraduate student and demonstrate evidence of financial need. (To be eligible applicant must have a current Free Application for Federal Student - F.A.F.S.A. on file with Clarion University of Pennsylvania.) 

Be a second semester freshman or above with at least 12 credits earned from Clarion University with a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher. 

An essay is required: 

Topic for essay – “How do you intend to use your education to help others in society?” Please do not exceed one typed page in length. 

Applications will be available in the Office of Minority Student Services, Admissions Office, and the Financial Aid Office. 

Award may be renewed upon reapplication for a period of up to three years as long as a 3.0 quality point average is maintained. If the 3.0 quality point average is not maintained, the situation will be reviewed by the scholarship committee to determine whether or not the award will be continued. 

Deadline for applications will be Friday March 23, 2012 and the award will be applied to student’s account in the following academic year, 2012-13. 

Payment will be divided equally over the fall and spring semesters. If graduating 

in December, all award monies will be applied to the fall semester.
