7. For courses that will carry the Quantitative reasoning flag, describe how the course fosters learning from data, formulating quantitative expressions, and arguing from evidence and assertions, and how it aids students in developing quantitative intuitions.
Learning from data refers to the skills associated with collecting and analyzing data. Quantitative expression is the ability to use and comprehend quantitative language in a variety of contexts. Facility with evidence and assertions allows one to comprehend which conclusions may be reasonably drawn from a body of evidence.  (According to the quantitative reasoning requirements in the General Education Requirements.)  The rationale for the quantitative reasoning flag should be incorporated into the course syllabus.
8. For courses within General Education or beyond General Education within the major or in support of the major that carry the Writing intensive flag, indicate in what ways students use writing to engage in higher order reasoning, as well as the communication modes of specific disciplines. Additionally, indicate how the guidelines set forth in the General Education Requirements Document will be followed in the course. The rationale for the Writing flag should be incorporated into the course syllabus.
