
UBorrow



Å UBorrowis a freeservice that allows Clarion University students, faculty and 
staff to obtain books not available locally in the libraryôs collection.  It is similar 
to Interlibrary Loan, but often books can be obtained faster by going through 
UBorrow or E-Z Borrow. 

Å If you find that the book you need is NOT available in UBorrow or E-Z Borrow, 
you may then submit an Interlibrary Loan request for the book. 

Å UBorrow requires that students pick up the requested materials at either the 
Clarion main campus or the Venango campus and therefore is not appropriate 
for most Virtual Campusstudents.  (Virtual Campus students may use ILLiad 
to request books from other libraries as well as books from the Libraries' on-
site collections.)  For instructions about using ILLiad, see the ñLibrary Helpò 
section of the Librariesô web site.

Å Journals, magazines, newspapers, audio-visual materials, reference books, 
and other non-circulating materials cannot be requested through UBorrow.



This is the Universityôs web site (www.clarion.edu).  To access UBorrow, 

click on Libraryé



é and then select ñPILOT:  Clarionôs Online Catalogò from the 

Research Resourcescategory.



You will see this screen:

From this screen, click on the Other Catalogs / UBorrowlink.



You will see this screen.  Select the UBorrow library or libraries to search from

the UBorrow Librariesbox.  Searching All UBorrow Librarieswill result

in the most comprehensive search.  After selecting the library to search, click 

the Connectbutton.



At the resulting screen there are options to search for books by keyword,

title keyword, author keyword, subject keyword, etc.  Use these features to 

locate items of interest.



Display the full record for an item of interest.  Below is an example of a

full record.  Then click on the Requestslink near the top of the screen.



You will see this screen.  Students:  Type 9 followed by your iClarionStudent ID in the ID 

Numbertext box.  Then type your last name in the Last Namebox.  Then click the Login

button.  If you do not know your iClarionID number, go to http://www.clarion.edu/40242/  

for instructions to obtain it.  Faculty and Staff:  Your Library ID Login is a nine-digit number 

consisting of a series of leading zeroes followed by your employee ID number.  Use enough 

preceding zeroes to create a nine-digit number.  For example, if your employee ID number is

98765, your Library ID Login is 000098765.  Your employee number can be found on yourcurrent 

pay stub.
