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A SUMMER INQUEBEC

Le Chateau Frontenac, Québec City, Québec

The summer of 2007, | spent five weeks
studying French at the University of Québec

at Trois-Rivieres. The program was called

I nternational School o}
program offers one -week sessions that are
usually for hi gh school students. There are

also three credit three -week sessions, six
credit five -week sessions and seven credit
sixweek sessions. In addition, there is also a
childrenf6s daycare and
those students who are parents themselves.

All programs cost below $2,000 and are free

for Canadian citizens. This proves to be a

very cheap investment in your education.

In addition, students are housed in full
residences with three other people. The

residences include four bedrooms,  one and
a half bathrooms, a decent sized kitchen

and a large living room. Breakfast, lunch
and dinner are available from Monday to
Friday in the school cafeteria as well as a
$100 refund for weekend food expenses.

The first day at the program, all stude nts
take a standardized placement exam,
which places each person in a class with
similar knowledge levels. Classes range
from beginner with no French background
to practically fluent. Classes meetin the
mornings with workshop:
choice in the afternoon. Workshops include
Québec music, conversation based on
knowledge level, dance, community

service for advanced and nature. The

French language is to be spoken at all

times, no matter your nationality. Students
come from places like Thailan d, Mexico,
Canada, America, Russia, etc. Full -time
students of the university act as

0Oani mateursd who help
guestions and problems, organize programs,
weekend trips, a costume ball, a crépe and

folk dance night, and study sessions, as wel |
as proctoring a wide range of French and
Québec movies.

Every weekend students have a chance to

go on trips throughout the province of

Québec. The first was a tour of Trois -Rivieres
and the local area. Trois -Rivieres boasts the
firstindustry in Cana da the iron forges. The
city also has a wide variety of historical sites
and cultural activities. The following

weekend trip was to Québec City, the

capital of Québec. This city is splitin two,

the fortified old city and the new city. Also,
the Plains of Abraham that was a site of a
battle during the Seven Years War and Le
Chateau Frantenac, a famous hotel that

can be seen from almost any part of the

city, are located in the old city.

The next trip was to Montréal, a city full of
culture, history and a number of different
nationalities.

All three of these cities are located on the

St. Lawrence River with Trois -Rivieres in the
center. The final trip was to a scenic

national park in Québec where students
hiked, swam, sat in the rapids or canoed.

friends. The morning after the ceremony,
students packed up their cars, checked

out and head home.
