Clarion University of Pennsylvania has an
international student population of sixty four
students. They belong to twenty eight different
countries from all over the world. In Fall 2007,
there has been an appreciable rise in the
number of international students. Thirty two
students enrolled this year, eight of whom are
from a special student program called the
NESA (Near East and South Asia).

As of date, we have fifteen students from
Africai 2 from Egypt, 2 from Ghana, 1 each
from Kenya, Namibia, Tunisia and Uganda, 4
from Nigeria, and 3 from Zimbabwe. We have
one student from Kyrgyzstan, Central Asia.
From East Asian countries viz. China, Japan
and Vietham we have seventeen students i
fifteen from China and 1 each from Japan and
Viethnam. From South Asian nations we have
thirteen students i 8 from India, 4 from Nepal
and 1 each from Bangladesh and Pakistan.
From Russia, Euro-Asia, we have 1 student.
We have four students from the Middle East i
1 each from Jordan, Lebanon, Oman and
Yemen. There are 7 students from the
Americas and the Caribbean i 3 from Canada,
2 from the Bahamas and 1 each from Antigua
and Mexico. We have 5 students from Europe
i 4 from Germany and one from Norway.

We welcome both old and new students and
hope they enjoy their time in Clarion.

FIELD SCHOOL IN CULJRAL
ANTHROPOLOGY WILL TAKE STUDENTY
TO ECUADOR

In the summer of 2008, a Clarion University
course will take a group of students to Ecuador
for a three week cultural immersion and
research program. Anthropology 425: Field
School in Cultural Anthropology, will be offered
during the Summer | session. During this three
week expedition, students will live with local
families as they learn about indigenous
Ecuadorian cultures. They will spend the first
week and a half living in a mountain village,
studying local agriculture and craft production
and traditional religion. They will then travel by
canoe into the Amazon basin, and spend the
second half of the course in a small village
focusing on indigenous rights and ethnobotany.
Students will learn about the local cultures and
will work on research projects that will have
benefits for both the local community and their
own personal and academic development.

The course includes research methods in
cultural anthropology, the study of the local
cultures, and student participation in field
research.

This intensive course is taught by Dr. Laurie
Occhipinti, who took students on a similar trip
in 2005. Students gained invaluable first-hand
experience in ethnographic research in a
closely supervised setting. An ethnographic
field school allows undergraduates from a
range of majors to engage in the process of
anthropological fieldwork, develop their own
research skills, and have in-depth, first-hand
experience of another culture. The field school
offers exciting challenges and opportunities,
allowing students to understand another
culture from a unique perspective that
combines research and study with an intense
hands-on experience.
