Dropping Credits and Aid

· The federal PELL grant is adjusted to the number of credits you enroll for each semester.  However, the grants are “frozen” after a certain date, and your grant will remain at that level whether you add or drop courses.
· The Pennsylvania State Grant will be reduced if you drop from full-time (12-18 credits) to part time (6-11 credits).  Students enrolled for 1-5 credits are not eligible for the PHEAA grant.  Students who take more than 50% of their credits on-line are not eligible for the PHEAA grant.  
· Dropping below half time makes you ineligible for federal loans. In addition, your one-time grace period begins.
· If you drop courses after the drop/add period, you may fail to make Satisfactory Academic Progress.
