General Aid Eligibility Requirements

To be eligible for financial aid you must:

· Be a U.S. Citizen or eligible noncitizen
· Have a valid Social Security number
· Be enrolled as a regular student in an eligible degree program, and be enrolled at least half time for the Federal Direct Student Loan or Federal Direct PLUS Loan
· Be registered with Selective Service, if required (males ages 18-25)
· Not be in default on any federal educational loan, and not owe a refund on a federal grant
· Be making satisfactory academic progress toward a degree
· Have a high school diploma or GED

· Sign the statement of educational purposes contained in the FAFSA

· Not have prior convictions for possessing or selling illegal drugs while enrolled and receiving Title IV aid
