Transferring your financial aid to Clarion University Mid-year

If you will be transferring to Clarion University in the spring semester, you should first file a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), if you have not already done so.  

If you filed a FAFSA, there are several ways that you can make sure your federal financial aid is transferred to Clarion.

1. If you have a Federal Student Aid PIN, go to FAFSA on the Web at www.fafsa.ed.gov.  Select the “Add or Delete a School Code” link to add Clarion University.  Our federal Title IV code is 003318.  
2. If you filed electronically, and you have a copy of your Student Aid Report, you can call the federal processor at 1-800-433-3243, and tell them that you want to transfer schools mid-year.  They will ask you for your four-digit Data Release Number (DRN) found on the first page of the SAR.

3. If you can’t find your SAR, you can call the federal processor at 1-800-433-3243 and arrange to have another SAR sent to you.  When you receive the SAR, forward it to the Office of Financial Aid at Clarion University, OR call the Office of Financial Aid at 814-393-2315 and tell us your Data Release Number (DRN), which is found on the first page of the SAR.  
4. You may be required to complete federal verification.  If so, you will be notified in writing by the Office of Financial Aid.  

5. If you have a PA state grant (PHEAA), go to the PHEAA website at www.aessuccess.org, log into Account Access, and notify them that you are transferring to Clarion University for the spring semester.  Alternatively, you can write to PHEAA at 1200 North Seventh Street, Harrisburg, PA  17102, and give them the same information.  OR, you can request a College Enrollment Change Form from the Office of Financial Aid at Clarion, which you then sign and return to the Office of Financial Aid.  You can also fill this form out in person if you are on Clarion’s campus.

6. If you received a scholarship from an outside organization (other than the last school you attended), contact the scholarship administrator to notify them that you are changing schools.

7. If you are applying for a Federal Direct Loan at Clarion University, please complete a Master Promissory Note here. You will also complete an online student loan entrance interview at the same time.  If you had a Federal Direct Student Loan at your previous school, we strongly recommend that you go to www.studentloans.gov and complete a new online student loan entrance counseling interview, indicating that your school is Clarion University.  
8. If you had a private/alternative loan at your previous school, contact your previous school or lender and cancel the spring disbursement of the loan. Then, reapply for the loan indicating that you will attend Clarion University.
