FINANCIAL AID FOR SUMMER 2011
Summer aid cannot be processed until spring grades are posted and Academic Progress is checked. 

If you are suspended, you are not eligible for federal financial aid for summer.
  FEDERAL DIRECT STAFFORD LOANS 
To be eligible for a summer Federal Direct Stafford Loan, you MUST have a 2011-12 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) on file. All regularly enrolled Clarion students, with or without financial need, are eligible as long as they enrolled at least half-time during the summer and have made Satisfactory Academic Progress. Details on Satisfactory Academic Progress are available online at www.clarion.edu/104683.doc
You must also have a Federal Direct Stafford Loan Master Promissory Note (MPN) on file. Applications are available online at http://studentloans.gov . The amount you borrow for summer will be subtracted from the amount of loan you are eligible for during the 2011-12 academic year. You must also have completed the Federal Student Loan Entrance Counseling which can be found on the http://studentloans.gov website.
Please note the maximum loan limits for summer loans that are listed on the summer 2011 Federal Direct Student Loan Request Form. If you want a loan for summer, you MUST submit the summer loan request form to the Office of Financial Aid by June 1, 2011.

GRANTS 
State PHEAA Grant: 
The PHEAA Grant is available to PA students with financial need as defined by the Pennsylvania Higher Education Assistance Agency (PHEAA) and is limited to 4 years (8 semesters) for Undergraduate students. You must be a regularly enrolled Clarion student and you must be enrolled at least half-time during the summer. At least 50% of your courses must be classroom based. Federal Pell Grants:

All Pell Grant recipients should complete their 2011-12 FAFSA no later than May 1, 2011—this permits our office to utilize whichever FAFSA (2010-11 or 2011-12) benefits you the most when calculating your summer grant.  You should contact the Office of Financial Aid after you have registered for summer coursework.  Summer Pell Grants are awarded once the session in which you are enrolled has started.  Once your summer grant is finalized, you will receive an email directing you to review your financial aid award on-line.

Full Time Students:  If you have earned at least 24 credits during the past fall/winter/spring semesters, you may be eligible for a summer Pell Grant if you enroll for at least 6 credits during the summer term.

Part time students:  You may be eligible for a summer Pell Grant if you did not use 100% of your 2010-11 Pell Grant during fall 2010 and spring 2011.
  STUDENT EMPLOYMENT 
Student employment is available to Clarion students who are enrolled at least half-time, with or without financial need. Job openings, both on campus and off, are advertised online at www.collegecentral.com/clarion/ . Most on campus positions pay $7.25 per hour.
