Members of the Clarion University family, whether 

they be alumni, faculty, students or administrators, 

are encouraged to give back. With that encourage-

ment comes the reminder that gifts of time, talent 

and treasure are equally integral to the university’s 

success.

When Dr. Glenn R. (’56) and Mary McElhattan joined 

the family, they needed no such encouragement.

“I give my mother and my upbringing credit,” McEl-

hattan said. “We were brought up in a family in 

which you felt like you should be socially respon-

sible.”

He took it to heart.

McElhattan graduated from Clarion State Teach-

ers College in 1956 and immediately joined the U.S. 

Marines, where he served his country for three years. 

After his discharge, he taught chemistry at Rocky 

Grove High School for nine years. 

“I started teaching (at Clarion) in 1968. I think I gave 

a small amount (of money) even then,” McElhattan 

said. “It’s sort of like ‘every vote counts’ in an 

election. Every dollar counts; a whole lot of people 

giving a little bit really adds up.”

Over the years, his financial gifts increased, and his 

gifts of time and talent did, too. In 1980, McElhattan 

began to give to scholarships at Clarion University – 

Venango, the campus where he taught.

“At that time there were only a couple of 

scholarships for Venango campus,” he said. He felt 

strongly about the need, so he took on chairmanship 

of the Venango Campus Scholarship Committee the 

following year and worked to increase scholarship 

opportunities. 

“The committee members and myself worked with a 

number of local businesses and clubs to add 

scholarships for the campus,” he said. 
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By 1994, the scholarships offered by the campus had 

increased nearly 400 percent, from eight to 40. 

Among the scholarships are the Dr. Glenn R. McElhat-

tan Scholarship, established after Clarion University 

Foundation, Inc., received an anonymous $10,000 

donation, and the David McElhattan Memorial Schol-

arship, which the McElhattans established in memory 

of their son. He hears from some of the recipients, 

which adds to the satisfaction he feels from giving.

The McElhattans’ daughter, Brenda Sturtz, a 40-year 

employee of the Venango campus, said her parents 

have been a great example of giving to herself and 

her siblings. Her brother asks for donations to a 

kidney walk he does for his birthday, and for their 

mother’s birthday, which she shared with her late 

son, she asks for donations to David’s scholarship.

“All of our children have given to David’s scholarship 

fund,” McElhattan said.

At Venango, McElhattan also served as an APSCUF 

union delegate and in many other roles, including as 

a member of a campus planning commission. 

In the community, he was on the board of Venango 

Counseling Center, and he served on a committee 

to explore ways of getting more funding for the 

needy in the community and for social projects. He 

and Mary have always been active members of their 

church.

Clarion University Alumni Association honored 

McElhattan with the Distinguished Faculty Award in 

1994. Although he retired from teaching in 2007, he 

and Mary continue to give back regularly.
