Eligibility

or already enrolled full-time at, in order of preference, (i) Allegheny College or (ii) an accredited 
co-educational four-year college or university for student’s freshman or sophomore year.  

o First priority goes to those students matriculating to Allegheny College. 
 

Children of PNC Bank employees are ineligible to apply for this scholarship. 
 

The Awards 
The scholarship program is administered by Scholarship America. Scholarship America processes payments 
on behalf of PNC Bank, N.A. Payments are made in two installments in mid-August and December. The check 
is mailed to the recipient’s home address and is made payable to the school for the student. 
 
Williams Scholarships are awarded according to satisfactory academic achievement and financial need.

Your parents must submit a true and 
correct signed copy of their Income Tax Form 1040, 1040A or 1040EZ for 2018 or 2019. Send the 
entire tax return including all schedules. If you E-Filed your return, please sign and include a copy of 
your e-return including the signature page. If no tax form will be submitted, please send a note 
explaining the circumstances. 

4. Student Aid Report (SAR) from the Free Application for Student Aid (FASFA).  
5. Financial Aid Award Letter from your college/university.  

 
Applications are evaluated 
on the information provided; therefore, answer all questions as completely as possible. All information received 
is considered confidential and is reviewed only by Scholarship America and the Williams Scholarship 
Committee.
